Experimental Laboratory for Prototyping in Science and Design
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What kind of future do we see? This question might sound too vast and vague. Perhaps
its contours cannot even be imagined. Yet that is exactly why creators dream such numerous
possibilities. Envisaging a world more beautiful, more surprising and more attractive than
what we have now, they test this future through prototyping. The exhibition centers on
Shunji Yamanaka’s prototypes and robots, from initial sketches made in collaboration with
fellow researchers at his university lab, through to completion. Also included are
collaborative works by seven teams of designer-creators and scientist-engineers from
different fields. Exhibits come from encounters of pioneering gaze in cutting-edge
technological research and design. This is what we mean by “Future Elements.”
